Section 513 of the Omnibus Parks and Public Lands Management Act of 1996 authorized the NPS to provide technical
assistance to the Ouna ashka Corporation and the city of Unalaskato assist with the planning, development, and historic
preservation of the Aleutian World War |1 National Historic Area. To implement the Comprehensive Action and
Feasibility Study, assistance will be provided to develop an interpretive program for the national historic area in
association with the city of Unalaska and the Museum of the Aleutians.  The interpretive program will include
research, design, and production of exhibits for World War |1 associated themes for the Aleutian Ilands. The program
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will be coordinated with the owner, the city, the National Park Service, Native groups, veterans' organizations, and
other interested parties and agencies.
