Project and Funding Component Entry and Edit:

- Defaults for Facility/Non-Facility, Historic/Non-Historic (for facility only), Recurring/Non-Recurring, Deferred/ Not Deferred are now set to Null (nothing), but the user must check one of the two possibilities before saving the entry form.

- After park submission of a project component, the Initial Planned Year field cannot be revised unless the planned year entered was 2050.

- The Submission Year field has been renamed the Requested Funding Year to help clarify the use of the field.
- A facility project must have a primary asset and DOI criteria that total 100% and must pick Historic or Non-Historic. If a Facility project is edited to be a Non-Facility Project, these data fields are erased.

- In narratives, the results block is now limited to 4000 characters. Text longer than 4000 characters has been truncated and the remaining text has been placed in the Optional Criteria block for the first funding component for the project.

- For facility projects, the user can now enter a comma- delimited string of FMSS Work Order Numbers and these will show up on the Project Detail Sheet.

Project Approval:
- Project Approval Process has been revised to exclude facility projects which do not have a primary asset type, or DOI criteria percent values. This is true for all approval levels.

- Revised Individual Project Approval Icon to disable it when the project happens to be facility and defective. Pointing the mouse over the icon will display the appropriate message such as

"Facility project requires a primary asset type; approval prohibited." OR 

"Facility project requires DOI ranking criteria in percent values adding up to 100; approval prohibited."

Park Level Prioritization:
Revised Unit Prioritization Process that excludes 'defective' facility projects which do not have a primary asset type, or DOI criteria percent values & have not completed the fields that were previously defaulted (facility/non-facility; historic/non-historic; deferred/not-deferred; recurring/non-recurring).
We highlight the projects that are defective on the prioritization list. A reason why they are ineligible to be assigned a priority number goes under the Unit Priority Number Column on the screen in lieu of allowing a priority entry. Even if a project is High-banded, it will not be allowed a priority until it is corrected. If the project would not have shown up in the prioritization list under the query used, it would still not show up, even if defective. Note: The only projects that will be "defective" will be those that were approved at park level before we started screening for these defects in the approval process.

Searches: 

There are four new 'canned' searches available in addition to the classic customizable search. These new searches are the list requested by the PMIS Task Force User Group in August:

Search to view where projects from a park are in the approval process today.

Search for unfunded components from a park or a region.

Search for formulated components from a park or a region.

Search for funded components from a park or a region.

Output from these new searches are output in Excel. 

The results list from the classic search now shows a bag of money icon for component searches, if the component has been funded.

Excel Export:
Excel Export, can now provide multiple FMSS Work Order Numbers and multiple account numbers. Several other data were added to Excel Export over the past year, including the ability to get a separate row with the total cost if the total cost is selected for a project in addition to getting a row with data for each funding component for a project.

Detail Sheet:
The project detail sheet has been modified to present FMSS Work Order numbers if they have been entered for the project, multiple account numbers if they have been entered, and to present Historic/Non-historic labels only for facility projects.

New Icons may be present for the Capital Asset Accounting Determination process, if appropriate for a project.

Funding: 
- If a project requires Capital Asset Tracking Determination based on total project cost or use of Line Item Construction Funds, someone must perform this determination before the project can be funded in the system. The determination module will tell the user what kind of accounts must be set up for the project. You can perform the Capital Asset Tracking Determination from several parts of the software. 

- Multiple account numbers are allowed. They can be entered as a comma-separated list to conserve space on the user interface, although they are actually stored as separate records in the database. Multiple Account Numbers can be entered in both Individual AND Collective(from the process menu) Funding modules, and account numbers can be exported into MS Excel.
