Ranger Steve Jarrel was shot and killed while on duty in the park yesterday morning. His duty weapon is missing. No further details are available at this hour.  An FBI investigative team from Honolulu is on scene; two criminal investigators and part of a SET team from Pacific West Region are en route to the park. A CISD team will be dispatched today. Steve’s spouse, Joni Mae Makuakane-Jarel, is a protection ranger at Pu’uhonua o Honaunau NHP, located just down the coast of Hawaii from Kaloko-Honokohau NHP.
