House Resources Subcommittee on National Parks and Public Lands (Hansen): Hearing on:

H.R. 2267 (McInnis, CO), a bill to amend the National Trails System Act to clarify Federal authority relating to land acquisition from willing sellers for the majority of the trails, and for other purposes.  

H.R. 4086 (Ryun, KS), a bill to amend the National Trails System Act to require that property owners be compensated when certain railbanked trails are developed for purposes of public use, and for other purposes.

H.R. 2409, a bill to designate El Camino Real de los Tejas as a National Historic Trail.
