Ranger Douglas Warren, 35, died of a self-inflicted gunshot wound in Fredericksburg, Texas, on the night of November 28th. Gene had worked as an interpreter at the park since 1992; previous assignments included duty at San Antonio Missions NHP, Independence NHP, Harry S Truman NHS, and Fort Davis NHS. He was also a wildland firefighter and avid birdwatcher. He will be greatly missed by his family and park staff. Gene is survived by his wife Diana, his daughter Emily, and his extended family.
