01-012 – Everglades NP (FL) – Concession Employee Killed in MVA

On January 9th, ranger Kent Looney was contacted by AMFAC, a concession in the park’s Flamingo District, regarding a missing employee. William Jenkins of Seward, Alaska, had recently been hired by AMFAC as a tour boat captain. His wife, who lives in El Paso, Texas, reported that she’d last heard from him on January 6th, when he told her he was going out for a motorcycle ride. AMFAC contacted Looney when Jenkins failed to appear for work. Rangers searched the Flamingo area and began a missing persons investigation. The NCIC entry that they filed received responses from the Florida Highway Patrol and Miami-Dade and Hialeah police. The subsequent inquiry led to the determination that Jenkins had been killed in a single-vehicle motorcycle accident on a major expressway in Miami-Dade County. [CRO, EVER, 1/11]
