S. 1151 (Reid, NV), a bill to amend the method for achieving quiet technology specified in the National Parks Air Tour Management Act of 2000.

S. 1175 (Lott, MS), a bill to modify the boundary of Vicksburg National Military Park to include the property known as Pemberton's Headquarters, and for other purposes.

S. 1226 (Campbell, CO), a bill to require the display of the POW/MIA flag at the World War II memorial, the Korean War Veterans Memorial, and the Vietnam Veterans Memorial.

S. 1227 (Schumer, NY), a bill to authorize the Secretary of the Interior to conduct a study of the suitability and feasibility of establishing the Niagara River National Heritage Area in the State of New York, and for other purposes.

S. 1257 (Reid, NV), a  bill to require the Secretary of the Interior to conduct a theme study to identify sites and resources to commemorate and interpret the Cold War.
