FIRE MANAGEMENT

Gulf Islands (FL/MS) - On February 12th, the park conducted the first prescribed burn ever held in the Mississippi District. Seven acres were burned, reducing hazardous fuel levels by removing undergrowth that had developed over the last five decades of fire exclusion. The area is located within the wildland-urban interface and the burn was conducted for both safety reasons and for ecological restoration. Firefighters from Great Smokies NP, Natchez Trace Parkway, and the Florida and Mississippi Districts of Gulf Islands NS participated in the operation.
