When Ginny Kaminski, the superintendent’s secretary, failed to arrive for work on Tuesday, a check was made of her residence. The responding ranger and local officers found her body and the body of her husband, Ron, inside. Both had been shot and killed. Ginny had worked for the Service since the 70’s, and had been the superintendent’s secretary for at least 25 years. Grief counselors arrived in the park yesterday. The Orange County Sheriff’s Office is conducting the investigation. No further details on the deaths will be released until the investigators have completed their work.
