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In accordance with regulations and the delegated authority provided in Title 36, Code of Federal Regulations (“36 CFR”), Chapter 1, Parts 1-7, authorized by Title 16 United States Code, Section 3, the following regulatory provisions are established for the proper management, protection, government and public use of those portions of Lake Meredith National Recreation Area under the jurisdiction of the National Park Service.  Unless otherwise stated, these regulatory provisions apply in addition to the requirements contained in 36 CFR, Chapter 1, Parts 1-7.  

I.
36 CFR §1.5 – VISITING HOURS, PUBLIC USE LIMITS, CLOSURES, AND AREA DESIGNATIONS FOR SPECIFIC USE OR ACTIVITIES

(a)(1)
 The following visiting hours and public use limits are established for all or for the listed portions of the park, and the following closures are established for all or a portion of the park to all public use or to a certain use or activity:

· Closed to public access
· Canadian River Municipal Water Authority (CRMWA) critical structures and facilities including the Sanford Dam project has restricted access subject to Bureau of Reclamation security mandates
· Waters of Lake Meredith within 750 feet of the intake tower
· The waters around the slips at the Marina at Lake Meredith will be closed 50 feet from the end of the docks
· The pond below the Canadian River Municipal Water Authority pumping station.
· The devices at the Marina at Lake Meredith extending from the marina slip to the Lake shoreline and commonly referred to as “stiff-arms”
· Alibates Flint Quarries National Monument except for NPS guided programs or by authorization of the Superintendent
· Areas in the Park may be closed to use for resource protection.  These areas will be designated with fencing, barriers and/or signs stating that a closure is in effect  
· Backcountry areas across the Canadian River at the Mullinaw Crossing are closed to access by motor vehicle(s) except during general hunting season as conditions permit unless closed by the superintendent.  Mullinaw Crossing may be closed due to:
· periods of high fire danger 
· periods of high water, inclement weather and other conditions that threaten visitor safety during hunting season
· Improvement of public hunting or when necessary to protect and improve resources
· a determination that closure is necessary to manage wildlife
· Public Use Limits:
· The stilling basin below the Sanford Dam is closed to all boating and hunting including the use of any vessel or device propelled by hand, sail, machinery, rigid or inflatable vessel
· During the Annual Small Fry Fishing Tournament fishing will be restricted to registered participants only
· Hunting is permitted at Lake Meredith NRA in accordance with 36 CFR 7.57 and 36 CFR 2.2.  Areas of Lake Meredith NRA that are closed to hunting will be posted on the hunting maps located at headquarters or by special proclamation.  These closed areas include Alibates Flint Quarries National Monument, Blue West camping area, Blue Creek camping area, Harbor Bay (day board marker 15) to and including Spring Canyon, McBride Canyon camping area, Mullinaw Creek camping areas and trail head, Plum Creek camping area, and Rosita Meadows both sides of the river to Tin Cup Creek.  Shotgun and archery only areas are the Bugbee area, North Canyon, McBride to Mullinaw on the east side of the road, the north side of the Sanford Yake road, Blue West area, and Bonita Creek
· Vessels may not operate at greater than flat wake speed in the following designated areas (coincides with PWC rule):  North Turkey Creek, Bugbee Canyon, North Canyon, North Cove, South Canyon, Sexy Canyon, Amphitheater Canyon, the coves between day markers 9 and 11, Fritch Canyon, Short Creek, Evans Canyon and Canal Canyon.  Flat wake areas are designated by buoys marked with "flat wake" or "no wake" or similar markings.  The location of these buoys may be adjusted by the Superintendent based on reservoir water levels
· The following areas/sites are designated for the launching of vessels:
· Harbor Bay Launch Ramp
· Fritch Fortress Launch Ramp
· Cedar Canyon Launch Ramp
· Sanford Yake Launch Ramp
· Blue West Launch Ramp
· Undeveloped launch sites: Bugbee, Chimney Hollow, Bates Canyon, Plum Creek, and Dolomite Point.  Also other areas may be designated as temporary launch sites
(a)(2) The following areas have been designated for a specific use or activity and the following conditions and/or restrictions are in effect for the uses/activities listed:
· Camping:
· No person shall be permitted to camp at any location within the Lake Meredith National Recreation Area for more than 14 consecutive days within a 30 day period.  The total days camping may not exceed 60 days per calendar year 
· Camping and picnic sites shall not be reserved.  These sites will be occupied on a first come first serve basis
· Camping is prohibited in all developed boat ramp parking lots, except camping is authorized in the lower parking lot at Cedar Canyon.  Plum Creek and Alibates boat ramps will be open for camping during hunting season
· Camping is permitted within 100 feet of a flowing stream, river or body of water.
· Overnight stays on a boat at the Marina is limited to 14 consecutive days and a    total of 90 days per calendar year
· Camping will be permitted between October 1 and December 31 for hunting activities for up to 30 days
· Other:
· The possession of large quantities of alcohol [864 fluid ounces of beer (3 cases or 72 twelve ounce cans) or more, one or more kegs of beer, or 4 one fith (25.6 ounces) containers of liquor or more] within the boundaries of Lake Meredith National Recreation Area without a special use permit is prohibited
· The following Texas law is adopted:  Alcoholic Beverage Code, Section 105.06 Hours of Consumption 
(b) In a standard hours area (Hutchison County), a person commits an Offense if he/she consumes or possesses with intent to consume an alcoholic beverage in a public place at any time on Sunday between 1:15 a.m. and 12 noon or on any other day between 12:15 a.m. and 7:00 a.m.
(c) In an extended hours area (Potter and Moore Counties), a person commits an offense if he consumers or possesses with intent to consume an alcoholic beverage in a public place at any time on Sunday between 2:15 a.m. and 12 noon or on any other day between 2:15a.m. and 7 a.m.
· The dates for the general hunting season for white tailed deer in the Hutchinson County portions of Lake Meredith National Recreation Area, (shown on the publication entitled Hunting-Lake Meredith National Recreation Area, Texas as open to legal deer hunting), shall be the same as the dates set by the Texas Parks and Wildlife for general hunting of deer in Moore and Potter Counties, Texas
· All hunters during the general deer season will be required to wear Blaze Orange – consisting of both a hat and vest with the combined total area equaling 500 square inches worn conspicuously above the waist, except migratory bird hunters hunting on the water of Lake Meredith National Recreation Area
· Hunting turkeys will be permitted during the spring season as designated by the Texas Parks and Wildlife and during archery fall turkey season, gobbler only.  Turkeys will be taken only with shotgun or bow and arrow
· Waterfowl season will close at 12 noon daily
· Quail season will follow the state opening date and will close at the end of regular duck season
· Rabbit, coyotes and raccoons may be hunted in the Recreation Area during the entire state designated Quail Hunting Season
· All devices capable of flotation with a person aboard or of transporting a person on or through the water, including sailboards but excluding aircraft, must comply with the following requirements:  no person may use such device, or permit the use of such a device on the waters of Lake Meredith National Recreation Area unless it is equipped with a U.S. Coast Guard approved personal floatation device(PFD) of a wearable type for each person aboard or being transported.  Each PFD must be serviceable, readily accessible, and of the proper size for the person intended.  This requirement shall not apply to such devices being used along the shoreline in an area, or in a manner, consistent with use for typical recreational swimming.  This requirement shall apply to such device being used in an area that causes them to be in company with motor boats being operated above idle speed
· Due to problems of delinquent payments and danger to the waters of Lake Meredith, boats occupying rental slips at “Marina at Lake Meredith” will be considered “abandoned” (voluntary relinquishment of property with no intent to retain possession) after owners become six months delinquent in the payment of their slip rental
· The trail leading from Plum Creek to Devil’s Canyon will be open to bicycle use.  The trail is an old roadway currently open to horse use and no degradation of park resources is anticipated

· The following areas are designated as First Amendment Activity sites: Upper Blue West parking lot and Upper parking lot at the Marina

GENERAL REGULATIONS


36 CFR §2.1 – PRESERVATION OF NATURAL, CULTURAL AND ARCHEOLOGICAL RESOURCES

(a)(4) Dead wood on the ground may be collected for use as fuel for campfires within the park in the following areas:

· Lake Meredith National Recreation Area

(c)(1) The following fruits, nuts, berries or unoccupied seashells may be gathered by hand for personal use or consumption, in accordance with the noted size, quantity, collection sites and/or use or consumption restrictions:

· The picking of wild fruits and wild greens for personal use and consumption is permitted
36 CFR §2.2 - WILDLIFE PROTECTION

(e) The following areas are closed to the viewing of wildlife with the use of an artificial light:

· Lake Meredith National Recreation Area

· Alibates Flint Quarries National Monument 

36 CFR §2.3 – FISHING
(d)(2) Possession or use of live or dead minnows or other bait fish, amphibian, non-preserved fish eggs or roe is permitted in the following fresh water areas: 

· Lake Meredith National Recreation Area

(d)(8) Fishing within 200 feet of the following swimming beaches, surfing areas, public boat docks, rafts or floats for water sports, or from motor road bridges is prohibited, with the following exceptions: 

· All launch ramp courtesy docks are open to fishing except when being used by vessels and/or pedestrian traffic (i.e. lines must be brought in)
36 CFR §2.4 – WEAPONS, TRAPS, AND NETS

(a)(1)(i,ii,iii)  The possession, carrying, use or discharge of weapons for the purpose of target practice, “plinking”, sighting in weapons or other discharges, except for the purpose of hunting legal game, is prohibited.
(d) In all other cases, a permit is required to possess a weapon, trap or net.  The superintendent will only issue a permit to carry or possess a weapon, trap, or net under the following circumstances:
(1)
When necessary to support approved/permitted research activities.

(3)
For employees, agents or cooperating officials – for official duty
36 CFR 2.13 – FIRES

(a)(1) The lighting or maintaining of fires is generally prohibited, except as provided for in the following designated areas or receptacles, and under the conditions noted:

· The burning of materials that contain hardware or nails (i.e. pallets) is prohibited
· Open fires are prohibited on the designated swimming beach at Spring Canyon
· Fires are permitted in grills, portable stoves, or fire rings in all designated campgrounds, and picnic areas
· Burning of garbage, refuse, discarded materials regardless of the physical makeup of the items is prohibited
36 CFR §2.15 – PETS
(a) Pets are prohibited in:

· Alibates Flint Quarries National Monument 

· Fritch Fortress Amphitheater

· Spring Canyon beach

(b) Where hunting is allowed, the following conditions apply for use of dogs for support of such activity in accordance with Federal and State laws:

· Training hunting dogs outside legal hunting season will be prohibited
36 CFR §2.16 – HORSES and PACK ANIMALS
(b) The use of horses or pack animals is permitted on the following trails, routes or areas:

· Plum Creek, Blue Creek, Mullinaw Crossing, McBride Canyon, Rosita and Upper Cedar Canyon.  At other locations horseback overnight stays are allowed only under conditions of a special use permit
· All of Lake Meredith National Recreation Area except for the portion of the National Recreation Area beginning at Harbor Bay and extending northeasterly to and including Spring Canyon, paved roads and Alibates Flint Quarries National Monument, excluding the area north of Cedar Canyon Road and west of Sanford-Yake road
36 CFR §2.20 SKATING, SKATEBOARDS AND SIMILAR DEVICES
· The use of roller skates, skateboards, roller skis, coasting vehicles or similar devices is prohibited within Lake Meredith National Recreation Area
36 CFR §2.23 – RECREATION FEES
(b) Recreation fees, in accordance with 36 CFR part 71, are established for the following:  

Daily Site Use Fee Areas: Lake Meredith National Recreation Area requires a boat permit on all vessels that require state registration.  $40.00 annual permit good from January 1st to December 31st, $10.00 for three consecutive days or a $4.00 per day permit.  Golden Age or Golden Access Passports are honored
(c) The collection of recreation fees will be suspended during the following periods:

· National Park Free Fee Day

36 CFR §2.35 –ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES and CONTROLLED SUBSTANCES
(a)(3)(i) The following public use areas, portions of public use areas, and/or public facilities within the park are closed to consumption of alcoholic beverages, and/or to the possession of a bottle, can or other receptacle containing an alcoholic beverage that is open, or has been opened, or whose seal has been broken or the contents of which have been partially removed:

· Cedar Canyon possession and consumption except alcohol being transported to boats going out on the lake
· Spring Canyon possession and consumption
36 CFR §3.6 – BOATING OPERATIONS
(h) The following areas/sites are designated for the launching of vessels:

· See itemized listing under section 1.5

(l) Vessels must meet the following size, length or width restrictions:

· Under 75 feet in length.  Total length will be determined straight line measurement from the foremost part of the vessel to the aft most part of the vessel, measured end to end over the deck, and measured parallel to the centerline, with all appurtenances, (excluding gangplanks) in a fully extended position
· Under 22 feet beam.  Total beam will be determined by a straight-line measurement from the outer most sides of the vessel at its widest point with all appurtenances in a fully extended position
36 CFR §3.20 – WATER SKIING

(a) The towing of persons by vessels is permitted in the following areas under the terms and conditions noted:

· Upon the waters of Lake Meredith National Recreation Area in accordance with the provisions of 36 CFR 3.20(b)

36 CFR §3.21 – SWIMMING AND BATHING
(a)(1) The following areas are closed to swimming and bathing:

· Launching, docking or mooring areas 

· Waters below Sanford Dam except in the portion of the stilling basin designated as the Spring Canyon Swimming area
(b) The use of glass containers is not permitted on the Spring Canyon Swimming beach
36 CFR §3.24 – PERSONAL WATERCRAFT (PWC)

PWC's are authorized under Special Regulations 7.57 for Lake Meredith National Recreation Area
36 CFR §3.23 – SCUBA AND SNORKELING

(a) SCUBA diving and snorkeling is permitted in the following swimming, docking, and mooring areas under the terms and conditions noted:

· Approved salvage or recovery operations under the provisions approved by the Superintendent specifying purpose, exact location, time and conditions of the dive
36 CFR §4.30 – BICYCLES
(a)  Bicycle use is permitted on park roads, parking areas, and on the following designated routes:

· Plum Creek to Devil’s Canyon

· Mullinaw to Chicken Creek
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
