The purpose of this schedule, which will be updated every three to six months, is to provide cooperators, agencies, and interested members of the general public with a general status report of proposed projects that have the potential to affect the Appalachian National Scenic Trail and are being evaluated by the NPS Appalachian Trail Park Office. 

Projects that are proposed on Appalachian Trail lands administered by this office are analyzed and documented in a categorical exclusion (CE), an environmental assessment (EA), or an environmental impact statement (EIS).  These documents are available for public review and may be obtained by contacting the Appalachian Trail Park Office, Harpers Ferry Center, Harpers Ferry, W.Va. 25425.

We will continue to mail scoping letters and environmental documents to cooperators, agencies, and individuals who have expressed an interest in a specific project.
