FISCAL YEAR 2004 BUDGET AND ANNUAL PERFORMANCE PLAN FOR

CORONADO NATIONAL MEMORIAL AVAILABLE FOR PUBLIC REVIEW

Park Superintendent Dale Thompson announced today that the park’s Annual Performance Plan and documents providing details about the appropriated budget for fiscal year 2004 are available for public review as required by the “National Parks Omnibus Management Act of 1998.”

The park’s fiscal year 2004 appropriated budget, which funds specific goals in the Annual Performance Plan, totals $917,900. Of this amount, $614,313 is for visitor services, $208,351 is for administration, and $95,236 is for resource preservation and management. Visitor services is further broken down into $426,073 for law enforcement, emergency medical services, and search and rescue, $124,024 for maintenance, and $80,114 for interpretation and education.  Additional special funding includes $38,500 for scientific studies, $43,000 for drug interdiction and border crime, $1,400 for uniforms and supplies used by park volunteers, $5,000 for cross border activities with sister parks in Mexico, $1,200 for safety projects, $72,700 for maintenance projects, and $229,549 to upgrade the park’s radio system.

While considerable staff time is devoted to regular visitor services, maintenance, and resource and visitor protection activities, the park staff undertakes special projects each year. Some of the projects being done this year are nonnative plant removal in disturbed lands, environmental education programs for school children, and monitoring of agaves, small mammals, and endangered species.

The park staff consists of 12 permanent and two part time employees. The paid staff is augmented by many volunteers, most of whom live in local communities.

During the past calendar year, 91,691 persons visited Coronado National Memorial. An independently run visitor survey showed an overall satisfaction rate of 98%.
