
CODE OF FEDERAL REGULATIONS


TITLE 36, CHAPTER 1
Amendment to the Compendium of Great Smoky Mountains National Park 

signed by Michael J. Tollefson 2/12/02.

The 2002 compendium is modified as shown below.  This Amendment, combined with the 2002 compendium, constitutes the official compendium after the signature date below.  Pen-and-ink changes should be made to the original document and/or the reader referenced to this amendment. 

36 CFR 7.14 (a)(9) Fishing  

(Section 1.5, Closures and Public Use Limits and Appendix A of the Compendium are affected.)

The eight streams listed below are designated as Experimental Fish Management Waters, beginning July 1, 2002.  All tributaries above the referenced point, except those specifically listed as closed, shall also be designated as Experimental Fish Management Waters.  Fishing in designated Waters shall be permitted in accordance with current regulations (36 CFR 2.3 and 7.14, including relevant Compendium sections) except that the possession of brook trout shall be permitted.  The experiment is expected to end on or by December 31, 2005.

1) Beech Flats Creek – Beech Flats Creek upstream of its confluence with Kephart Prong (2,760’). 

2) Bunches Creek – Bunches Creek from the Park boundary (3,190’) upstream throughout its entire length.  (Flat Creek and its tributaries will remain closed to all fishing.)

3) Hazel Creek – Hazel Creek above the confluence with Proctor Creek (3,060).

4) Lost Bottom Creek – Lost Bottom Creek upstream of the Palmer Creek trail (3,260’).  

5) Cosby Creek – Cosby Creek from the Park boundary (1,660) upstream throughout its entire length.  (Rock Creek and Tom’s Creek and their respective tributaries will remain closed to all fishing.)

6) Indian Camp Creek – All of Indian Camp Creek within the Great Smoky Mountains National Park boundary (2,120’).

7) Walker Camp Prong – Walker Camp Prong upstream of the confluence with Road Prong (3,360’).  (Road Prong and its tributaries will remain closed to all fishing.)

8) Fish Camp Prong – Fish Camp Prong upstream of the confluence with Goshen Prong (3,320’).  (Silers Creek and its tributaries will remain closed to all fishing.)

The one stream listed below is designated as Experimental Fish Management Waters, beginning July 1, 2002.  All fishing is prohibited in this stream.  The experiment is expected to end on or by December 31, 2005.

1) Kanati Fork.


This experiment is intended to help determine whether the legal harvesting of brook trout is consistent with the Park’s goal of preserving this native species. 
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
