Emergency Management Closure-Florida District

Due to the effects of Hurricane Ivan, the following closures are in effect in the Florida District:

· All water areas within 500 feet of the shoreline surrounding the Fort Pickens, Santa Rosa, Perdido Key and Naval Live Oaks areas

· All land areas in the Fort Pickens, Santa Rosa, Perdido Key, and Fort Barrancas areas

· All trails and parking areas in the Naval Live Oaks areas

The above listed closures will be in effect until further notice.
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
